Toby had turned up as an abandoned dog tied tdheleatailings. He was a
delightful dog but had difficulty moving his righind leg due to an over
development of bone around the stifle joint. He ldoun and turn then hop and
become lame. He was very aggressive to other dbgs wut. It was gradually
discovered that he had shown an awkwardness walitisince very young,
possibly due to an accident.

A veterinary investigation was unable to open #gslwide enough from the hips,
even under anaesthetiso a full diagnosis was not made. He was putnbin-a
inflammatory medication and pain killers. Also hasagiven injections every 2
months.

Heather was told he would need an operation iméae future to stabilise the leg.
She was extremely worried.

When | assessed him, although it was the stiflelthe been injured, Toby was
very wary and sensitive around his lower back agat hip. He turned his right
hind leg out on walking and he was clearly notrigkihe full weight on it. The
ossification around the stifle joint was pronounbed the joint still had some
movement in it.

Toby was a very fidgety dog whilst | was treatingntthe first time but after only a
few moves over his hind quarters he was flat @ast &sleep and didn’t move for 12
hours! He remained asleep till the next morning!

After the second treatment he was much better ahdaing lame despite many
antics in the park. He could turn quickly, backauu stand very effectively. He
stood with both hind legs equally out behind himt, @qual weight on them and lay
down on his back able to fully open his hips, elyuahd normally! .

I gave him a check up and maintenance treatmerdgrzha later and found he was
still very stable and balanced in his pelvis, rigipt and right stifle.

COLT - 15 yr old Labrador with a larynx failure and arthritis.

| had been treating Patsy, a 12 year old greyheurahad problems with her back
and hind legs.

On my third visit, Colt, their 15 year old Labradeas very distressed as he was
having great difficulty breathing due to a che$¢ation, and he had not moved
position all afternoon. Colt was an old dog witkslof musculo skeletal problems
in his leg joints both back and front. He had pelmbalances, quite bad arthritis
and very tight shoulders and neck due to takingtmbkis weight on his front legs
to compensate for the stiffness and pain in hi& begs. . He had great difficulty
getting up and down from a lying position. His lireag was extremely laboured
and he panted dramatically all the time, which nnaste been exhausting.

| was told he had a non functioning larynx whichd@ahings much worse. Due to
his age, no further investigations had been caoigdy the vets.



| asked his owners if | could give him an emergetmegtment to help ease his
breathing. They agreed and after only four movisspanting subsided and he got
up to get a drink. After gaining permission to trieian properly i set about treating
the whole of his body, particularly the throatyla and thorax. We saw an
immediate improvement.

After 3 treatments his breathing had calmed dowrsicerably and he hardly
panted except when excited. He was able to go®ndrmal walks again. His
pelvis looked a lot more balanced, his hind legsaweore efficient and his back
and shoulders showed renewed strength. Colt caditmhave maintenance
treatments at progressively longer intervals, ais la@ old dog and his body is
gradually failing.
